ROLL CALL AND QUORUM CONFIRMATION

President Dickson called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m., confirming the presence of a
quorum, and asking that the minutes reflect Directors Dohring and O’Kelly as absent and
excused.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
President Dickson called for approval of the agenda.

Director Carr moved approval of the agenda. Director Rodeno seconded the motion. The
motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC COMMENT
President Dickson opened the floor for public comment.

Muriel Fagiani asked if there was any information on the proposed transit center. Director
Dickson stated we had no further information but there would be a planning commission
meeting later in the week to discuss that issue.

Hearing nothing further, President Dickson closed this portion of the meeting.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE LAST BOARD MEETING
President Dickson called for approval of the minutes of the December 13" Board meeting.

Vice President Abramowicz moved approval of the minutes from December 13, 2005.
Director Lugo seconded the motion. The motion carried, with Directors Battisti and
Rodeno abstaining.

INFORMATION ITEMS AND PROGRAM REPORTS

COMMITTEE REPORTS
Executive Committee — There was no Executive Committee report at this meeting.

Personnel Committee — Director Lugo reported on the Personnel Committee. There will be a
closed session to deal with Personnel following the meeting.

Friends Committee — There was no Friends Committee report at this meeting.
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Livestock Committee — There was no Livestock Committee report at this meeting.

Buildings and Grounds Committee — CEO Anderson will report on the Buildings and Grounds
committee during the CEO report.

Finance Committee — The Finance Committee report was tabled to the February meeting.

CORRESPONDENCE
There was no Correspondence report at this meeting.

OLD BUSINESS/NEW BUSINESS
There was no Old or New Business to discuss at this meeting. President Dickson asked that a
list of Future Discussion Topics be added to the next agenda under this heading.

FUTURE BOARD MEETING DATES
President Dickson read the dates of the next three Board meetings: February 21%, March 21
and April 18™.

Director Rodeno asked that he be excused from both the February and March meetings as he
will not be in town.

ACTION ITEMS

Discussion and Possible Action re: Soscol Corridor Project — President Dickson gave the
report on the Soscol Corridor project. The committee has taken our request for under grounding
the drainage issues on the Expo property seriously and added additional funds to the proposal
they have drawn up adding $1 million to the project. The suggestion to include the drainage
with the widening of Silverado Trail was not engineered as feasible, so the committee is
proposing the drainage underground on our property. Both CEO Anderson and President
Dickson will be attending the Planning Commission meeting this Thursday at 7 when the plan
will be discussed.

Discussion and Possible Action re: Real Estate and Development — There was no report
from the Real Estate and Development Committee.

Discussion and Possible Action re: Transitioning DAA’s to local Public Corporations —
CEO Anderson explained that there has been no progress on this issue. We hope to hear more
in February.

Discussion and Possible Action re: RV Park Formulation — CEO Anderson reported that the
RV Park renovation has taken a back seat to the clean up from the recent flooding. Some
electrical re-working has been proposed which changes the distribution. Director Carr asked if
this would effect PG&E paying for the transformer upgrade. CEO Anderson said that yes,
PG&E would have to be approached with the changes.

CEO/MANAGER’S REPORT
Delegation of Authority — Director Rodeno moved approval of the Annual Delegation of
Authority. Director Carr seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
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Discussion of 2004 Audit and Response — CEO Anderson asked that we table this topic until
the actual audit report arrives. It was due by now, but has yet to arrive.

Discussion and Possible Action on Rental Rate Increase — CEO Anderson explained the
proposed rental rate increase.

Director Rodeno moved approval of the Rental Rate Increase as proposed. Vice
President Abramowicz seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Vice President Abramowicz would like the Expo to consider renting out the Directors House.
CEO Anderson will draw up a proposed rental rate and bring it before the Board in February.

Update on Flood Damage — CEO Anderson detailed the damage experienced by the New
Year's Eve Flood. Not hit as bad as expected. There was a difference in the depth of the water
on site as well as the path. Zinfandel, the Director’s House and the new Livestock
Office/Restrooms were hit the hardest. Chardonnay and the Office received no water or
damage.

Deputy Secretary of Food and Agriculture A.G. Kawamura conducted a site visit a few days
after the flood. Director of Fairs and Expositions Mike Treacy kept in constant contact and
dispatched relief crews instantly, as well as established an emergency fund source.

Most of our damage will be covered by insurance. We estimate approximately $50,000 in
additional content damage not covered by insurance. We have a $25,000 deductible, half of
which we should be able to pay through the emergency fund activated at Fairs and Expositions.
We were the only Fair in the state effected by the flood waters.

The Charter School experienced about $180,000 in damage to their classrooms, which the
school district is paying for.

Vice President Abramowicz and Director Lugo praised CEO Anderson and the staff for getting
the facility cleaned up and back in operation as fast as they did.

Report on WFA Convention — President Dickson and CEO Anderson reported on the recent
WFA Convention in San Diego. This year’s hot topics included Animal Safety and BioSecurity,
as well as changes to the American’s with Disabilities Act (ADA) requirements. Fairs and
Expositions will be conducting several seminars throughout the state in the coming months on
animal safety and bio-security. Additionally, Fairs and Expositions has issued a request for
gualifications to companies proficient in ADA regulations. From this RFQ, a master list will be
established for Fairs to turn to for resources on self evaluation and necessary upgrades.

Vice President Abramowicz moved approval of the Consent Calendar. Director Lugo
seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
