3. Homemade Beer & Wine is judged by the DANISH SYSTEM OF JUDGING. 
4. Homemade Beer will be judged using the American Homebrew Association Rules. 
5. A varietal of wine is defined for this judging as a wine made at least 75% of one variety. 
6. Two (2) 750 ml bottles of wine of equal quality is requested. 
7. Three (3) 12 oz bottles of beer of equal quality is requested. Plain brown or green glass bottles only.  
8. Enter wine with greater than 5% sugar in the dessert class.
