5. Judges review stand will be at corner of Randolph and First Street.  Performances for judging purposes should take place 

here on the parade route and last no longer than 5 minutes. 
6. Only entries that clearly celebrate the theme of the Napa Town & Country Fair – “Blue Jeans & Country Dreams” - will 

be eligible for the Overall Best Expression of Fair Theme award.
